In light of the nearly one quarter of a billion dollar 95th Street CTA Terminal Improvement Project and as part of a natural progression, our organization would like nothing more than to see CTA’s vision of a walkable, transit-oriented development come to fruition, specifically the area approximately ½ mile west of the planned station renovation along the bustling West 95st Corridor.  
Despite the terminal being one of the city’s busiest, the four-block swath of land (boarded by the 8000-memberTrinity United Church of Christ at 400 West 95th and the Redline Station) has suffered greatly from decades of disinvestment and we see this project as catalytic in terms of economic viability consistent with the GO TO 2040 Plan.  It also fosters implementation of the recent CMAP Livability Report in partnership with the Developing Community Project and CTA.
Briefly, The Endeleo Institute is an umbrella organization for three existing entities that integrate Health, Education and Community Development.  Birthed from Trinity United Church of Christ, Endeleo is a standalone organization that seeks to make a greater impact in Washington Heights and the surrounding Greater Roseland Area. 
Consistent with our mission, you should know that our Endeleo CDC has already spearheaded a $10 million renovation of a community anchor institution, the Carter G. Woodson Regional Library, which is just a mile west of the terminal at Halsted Street along the 95th Street Corridor.  A partnership with the Chicago Public Library that breaks ground in 2015, the CDC envisions the library more as an intergenerational community magnet with the potential of sparking investment decisions akin to public engagement (i.e, coffee shops, sit down dining, grocery) along the corridor.
We would be remiss not to mention the relevant 30-acre Imani Village Project Trinity itself is developing just two miles east of the terminal station at 95th and Cottage Grove.  The green, sustainable multi-use complex which is located adjacent to an underutilized 95th Street Metra Electric Line, is scheduled to break ground in 2016 and will bookend the East-West Corridor and provide much needed vibrancy to the area, including the neighboring Chicago State University campus.
Today we see the Prioritization Planning Report as a useful tool enabling us to identify community needs and priorities within that critical four-block radius of the soon-to-be transformed Redline Station.  Guidance on how to maximize community input from local stakeholders, review and analysis of past planning work coupled with local data analysis will certainly help fuel successful implementation of a plan that greatly improves the streetscape, strengthens existing assets, sparks economic development and creates a walkable, more livable community emanating from the 95st TOD.
