7.0    Disinvested Areas
Erin Kenney shared progress of strategies to promote reinvestment in disinvested areas. Sheri Cohen asked, does greenfields refer to development on outer edge as opposed to urban infill? Jacky Grimshaw asked what happens to farmers when development takes over agricultural land. Kelwin Harris shared that agriculture is also moving into urban areas. Alicia Burton suggested considering hydroponics. Enrique Salgado recommended calling out population shifts in clusters within the region. Tiffany McDowell asked if discrimination get reflected? She also recommended identifying where predatory lending is happening. Sheri Cohen shared that an obvious barrier as to why development isn’t taking place in these areas is racism. Enrique Salgado added that tax policy and properties being incorrectly assessed also contributes to disinvested areas. Hanna Kite recommended looking at the suburbanization of poverty. Heather Armstrong shared there is a lack of development suitable for people with autism and disabilities.
