Conditions: 
T2PG – required 20% match (exception for rural areas)

CCPG – also 20%, but “leveraged resources” (cash/in-kind) OK 

Both -- must be structured as a cooperative agreement?
Who Can Apply: 
State, local and tribal governments; MPOS; transit agencies; 

port authorities; and groupings of the above

Level of Effort: 
Basic project scope for pre-application, 15 pages for application

Eligible Purposes:

T2PG:  Plan, prepare, or design

(1) Highways or bridges
(2) Public transportation

(3) Passenger and freight rail

(4) Port infrastructure
CCPG:
(1) 
Master or comp plans that promote affordable housing in or near retail / business areas and discourage building in sprawl zones or natural disaster zones
(2) 
Develop / implement local, corridor or district plans and strategies that promote livability and sustainability;

(3) 
Revise zoning codes, ordinances, building standards, etc. to remove barriers to / promote sustainable and mixed-use development and fair housing choice

(4) 
Revise building codes to promote energy-efficient rehab of affordable housing;

(5) 
Create or preserve low-income affordable housing in mixed-income, mixed-use, transit-accessible neighborhoods;

(6) 
Plan / build affordable housing close to suburban job clusters

(7) Acquisition funds and/or land banks to reserve property for affordable housing within context of sustainable development

Evaluation:

Applicants must make the case and supply supporting data of their choice, which must include at least two of the following (35 points):

Impact on affordability and accessibility, including supply of affordable housing HH transportation costs, or proportion of poor HH w/in a 30-minute transit commute of major employment centers
c. 
Economic development, including infill development or recycled parcels of land or private sector investment along a project or corridor.

Improvement to the state of repair of infrastructure.

e. 
Environmental benefits, such as GHG or criteria pollutants emissions, oil use and preservation of recreational or open space

Involvement of poor / minority populations 
· Well-designed work plan (35 points)
· Leveraged resources and collaboration with other entities (15 points)
· Capacity (15 points) 
Livability Principles:

a. Provide More Transportation Choices. Develop safe, reliable and affordable transportation choices to decrease household transportation costs, reduce energy consumption and dependence on foreign oil, improve air quality, reduce greenhouse gas emissions, and promote public health.

b. Promote equitable, affordable housing. Expand location- and energy-efficient housing choices for people of all ages, incomes, races, and ethnicities to increase mobility and lower the combined cost of housing and transportation.

c. Enhance Economic Competitiveness. Improve economic competitiveness through reliable and timely access to employment centers, educational opportunities, services and other basic needs by workers, as well as expanded business access to markets.

d. Support Existing Communities. Target Federal funding toward existing communities— through strategies like transit oriented, mixed-use development, and land recycling—to increase community revitalization and the efficiency of public works investments and safeguard rural landscapes.

e. Coordinate Policies and Leverage Investment. Align Federal policies and funding to remove barriers to collaboration, leverage funding, and increase the accountability and effectiveness of all levels of government to plan for future growth, including making smart energy choices such as locally generated renewable energy. 

f. Value Communities and Neighborhoods. Enhance the unique characteristics of all communities by investing in healthy, safe, and walkable neighborhoods—rural, urban, or suburban.
